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GENERAL INFORMATION

ACCREDITATION, APPROVALS,

AND MEMBERSHIPS

Glendale University College of Law has been
accredited by the Committee of Bar Examiners of the
State Bar of California since 1978. The law school’s
program meets all requirements under the rules and
regulations pertaining to admission to the practice
of law in California.

Glendale University College of Law is a member
of the California Association of Law Schools
(CALS). CALS is an association of Deans from the
seventeen law schools in California accredited by the
Committee of Bar Examiners.

The University is a member of the American
Association of Law Libraries and the Southern
California Association of Law Libraries.

Glendale University is approved for the training

of Veterans and others eligible under Title 38 of the
United States Code.

HisTtory oF THE UNIVERSITY
Glendale College of Law was incorporated in April
1967 under the laws of the State of California. In
1975 the institution became Glendale

University College of Law.

The City of Glendale was
chosen for the law school
because of its central location.
The campus is less than
fifteen minutes by freeway
from downtown Los Angeles
and from the San Fernando and San Gabriel Valleys.
The school is two blocks from Glendale City Hall and
Civic Center, the Glendale Police station, and a Los
Angeles County Superior Courthouse.

Glendale University College of Law has been
in its present location since 1970. The two story
brick building was built in 1941 by the County of Los
Angeles. The first floor of the building was a

division of the Los Angeles County Health
Department and the second floor was the
first formal Los Angeles County Courthouse
in Glendale. Considerable renovation has
occurred over the years to make the building
a comfortable, convenient environment for
the study of law.

Since 1967, the College of Law has
graduated hundreds of men and women
who are now members of the judiciary or
practicing attorneys.

MissioN

Glendale University College of Law was established
to provide qualified men and women an opportunity
for a legal education. The law school is dedicated

to offering the highest quality legal education and
to develop in its students the knowledge, skills,

and habits of thought necessary to perform as a
lawyer. Glendale University College of Law prizes
scholarship, attention to the individual, and an
atmosphere that promotes growth and responsibility
both in and out of the classroom.

The founders believed that the opportunity for
legal study should be available to all those who
possess the requisite ability and intellect without
regard to race, creed or cultural background. The
initial focus of the school was to serve non-traditional
students: students who work full time, students
with families, students who are “older.” This same
emphasis characterizes the law school today.

Recognizing that a legal education prepares
students to assume diverse roles and positions in
the community, the law school does not educate or
train students for any particular practice or field.
Instead the law school seeks to equip students
with sufficient knowledge and understanding of law
and the legal system to enable students to follow a
variety of career choices. Students may choose legal
practice on the state or federal level, practice in the
public or private sector, or may choose opportunities
in other fields. The study of law is an appropriate
qualification for executive positions in industry
and is invaluable preparation for advancement in
government service or for public office.

The law school recognizes its continuing
responsibility to students, the community and
the legal profession to reevaluate periodically all
aspects of the program to ensure the highest quality
legal education.

OBJECTIVES

The law school fosters the development of intellectual
and analytical skills while maintaining a balance
between theory and practice. Students acquire
insight into the nature of law, and obtain training in
its practical application. Students are expected to
achieve a mastery of the required curriculum which
represents all basic areas of the law.

The study of law requires an ability to analyze
complicated factual situations. Students are trained
to view problems from several perspectives and to
seek solutions which balance competing values. To
this end the law school seeks to develop creative
problem solvers, and to give students an appreciation
and recognition of the role of history, economics, and
social change in the development of the law.

Interpersonal skills and commitment to the
highest ethical standards are believed equally
important to the acquisition and understanding of
the principles of law. The need for strict adherence
to the ethical rules governing the practice of law is
woven into all parts of the curriculum. Professional
cooperation and courtesy are emphasized.

THE DEcIsioN TO STtuby Law

The College of Law does not recommend any
particular pre-law course of study. We believe an
excellent general education to be more important
for the study of law than specialized study in

fields closely related to law. Just as there are many
different roads to the acquisition of an inquiring,
disciplined, and cultivated
mind, so there are different
ways to acquire a valuable
foundation for the study

of law. Students find that
preparation for the study of
law does not depend solely
on prior academic pursuits,

but also on employment

experiences and community involvement.

Few professions demand so much in the
development of one’s intellectual powers and self-
discipline as does the practice of law. Those who

enter this field have great responsibilities as well as
gratifying rewards and personal satisfaction.

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ADMISSIONS

CATEGORIES OF ADMISSIONS
Admission is granted to individuals of good moral
character who have the ability and motivation
required for the successful study of law. Each
application is viewed on its own merits and factors
unigue to an applicant are incorporated into the
admission decision.

The law school seeks to admit students whose
diverse backgrounds will enrich the classroom
experience and contribute to the betterment of the
profession and the community.

REGULAR
STUDENTS

This category
includes all students

Associate degree or
a minimum of two
years of acceptable
undergraduate work
(60 semester or 90
quarter units) at

an approved college or university. This study must
have been completed with a scholastic average at
least equal to that required for graduation at the
institution attended. Applicants who do not have an
Associate degree, but who believe they qualify as
regular students should submit all undergraduate
transcripts for review.

Applicants for regular status must submit:
B A completed application with application fee.

B A personal statement. The personal statement
should be a carefully written and thoughtful
statement of the motivation for studying law in no
more than two concise pages.

B Official transcripts from all colleges/
universities attended. Official transcripts must be
sent directly from the school attended and must
be received stamped and sealed.

B An official LSAT score. While the LSAT is an
important indicator, it is only one of several factors
considered by the Admissions Committee.

B A minimum of two letters of recommendation.
We seek thoughtful, substantive recommendations
which speak specifically to and from personal
knowledge of the applicant’s academic

potential and relevant personal qualities.

The recommending person should send the
recommendation letter directly to the law school.

When all documents have been submitted
a personal interview is scheduled for most
applicants.

SPECIAL STUDENTS

All applicants not qualifying as regular students,
i.e., those who have not completed 60 semester
(90 quarter) units of acceptable college work, will
be considered as applicants with special status.
The number of special admissions is limited and
exceptional aptitude must be shown.

Special students must take the LSAT and score
at or above the fiftieth percentile. Special applicants
also must take three examinations in the College
Level Examination Program (CLEP). One must be in
English composition and the other two are chosen
from the following four areas: natural sciences,
humanities, social sciences and history, and
mathematics.

Special student applicants also must submit all
the documentation required of regular applicants and
must have a personal interview. At the end of the first
year of law study, all special students must take and
pass the First Year Law Students’ Examination (FYLSX
or “Baby Bar”) before advancing to the second year.
Special students who have not passed the FYLSX
after two attempts will be automatically withdrawn
from the law school. The FYLSX is administered by
the Committee of Bar Examiners and is given twice a
year in June and October.

TRANSFER STUDENTS

Applicants with previous law school experience
may request advanced standing. Such applicants
must submit LSAT scores, official transcripts from
all prior law schools as well as each undergraduate

and graduate institution attended, two letters
of recommendation, a letter of standing, and a
personal statement. An interview is required.

ACCEPTANCE OF TRANSFER CREDIT
No transfer credit will be awarded for any course
unless the grade assigned was at least equal to the
average required for graduation at the prior school.
Transfer credit is determined on a case by case
basis. Considerations include: the time elapsed
since prior law study and the substantive content of
courses taken. Students requesting transfer credit
may be asked to submit copies of course syllabi.

Transfer students must satisfy the Law School’s
residency and advancement and retention policies
as well as all other requirements for graduation.

No credit is awarded for prior experiential learning.

ADMISSION OF STUDENTS

FROM OTHER COUNTRIES

All students whose prelegal education was received
outside the United States must submit their
transcripts for evaluation to an approved credential
evaluation service. A course-by-course evaluation
identifying grades earned and a cumulative gpa is
required. A list of acceptable evaluating services can
be obtained from the Admissions Office or from the
State Bar website. A certified copy of the evaluation
must be submitted to the Director of Admissions by
the evaluating service.

Foreign pre-law studies may be accepted without

an evaluation if an accredited college or university

in the United States admitted the applicant as a
graduate student (other than as a graduate student in
law) and thereafter either conferred a Masters degree
or accepted the applicant as a doctoral candidate.

ENGLISH PROFICIENCY REQUIRED

No applicant is admissible unless he or she can
demonstrate proficiency in the English language. At
the Admissions Committee’s discretion, proficiency
may be demonstrated by: a writing sample, personal
interview, nature of current employment, special
examinations, or the results of the Test of English as
a Foreign Language (TOEFL). Information regarding

STUDENT
Visa

An applicant,
accepted for
admission, who is neither a permanent resident nor
a citizen of the United States, must obtain a student
visa as required by the rules and regulations of the
Department of Homeland Security, Immigration
Customs Enforcement. Applicants should contact a
U.S. Consular Office or an immigration law attorney
at least six months before they plan to enroll.

PoLicy oF NONDISCRIMINATION
Glendale University College of Law reaffirms
its commitment to choosing qualified students
without regard to age, disability, marital status,
sexual preference, national origin, race, religion
or gender. The Law School does not discriminate
in admissions, in financial aid programs, or in
educational programs and policies.

Itis our desire to ensure that each application
is reviewed appropriately. If an applicant believes
that he or she has a disability that significantly bears
upon the fact that his or her GPA, LSAT or other
credentials does not reflect his or her
ability, we would welcome a statement
on that issue. If, on the other hand,
the applicant demonstrates excellence
in light of the disability, we would
like to know about that also. It is not
mandatory that an applicant provide
us with this information.

FINANCIAL AID

Students at Glendale University College of Law have

access to financial aid through the law school’s
Deferred Tuition Program as well as privately funded
student loans from TERI and NELLIE MAE.

DeFErRRED TuUITION

Students who anticipate difficulty in paying tuition
and fees in full at the time they register may apply

for deferred tuition. Application for deferred tuition
must be made prior to registering.

If the application for deferred tuition is approved,
an agreement is prepared setting forth the monthly
payment schedule. Under the payment schedule,
tuition for each quarter will be paid by the end of
that quarter. Typically, there are three payments
each quarter: the amount due at registration and the
amounts due the 15th of the next two months.

Applications for deferred tuition are available
from the Business Office. Deferred tuition is
subject to a service charge each quarter. The
monthly payment schedule establishes payment
dates. Students are responsible for making timely
payments. Late payments result in a per day late fee.
Failure to make scheduled payments may result in
loss of the deferred tuition privilege.

STUDENT LOANS

TERI (The Education Resources Institute)

The law school is approved for participation in TERI
loan programs. TERI, a not-for-profit company, has
the goal of increasing educational opportunities for
people of varied backgrounds. TERI programs are
designed especially for graduate and professional
students. Borrowers may take up to 20-25 years to
repay the loan and payment on principal and interest
may be deferred until six months after graduation
or drop in enrollment status. Contact TERI Customer
Service at 1-800-255-TERI or visit www.teri.org for
information about TERI loans.

Nellie Mae

Another loan resource available to students of the
law school is Nellie Mae. Nellie Mae’s goal is to
provide a single source for educational financing
so the borrowing and repayment processes are
made easier by having only one lender.

Graduate Loan, is designed to meet the needs of
students in graduate and professional programs.
Borrowers may take up to 20-25 years to repay the
loan and payment on principal and interest may be
deferred until six months after graduation or drop
in enrollment status.

VETERANS AFFAIRS

Veterans should obtain proper authorization well
in advance of registration to insure full veteran’s
benefits. Information on the education benefits
available from the federal government may be
obtained from the Veterans Administration, 11000
Wilshire Boulevard, Los Angeles, CA 90024.

The law school’s veterans refund policy is in
compliance with Title 38 of the United States Code:
“This school has and
maintains a policy
for the refund of
the unused portion
of tuition, fees and
other charges in the
event the veteran or
eligible person fails
to enter the course
or withdraws or is
discontinued therefrom
at any time prior

to completion and
provides that the amount charged to the veteran or
eligible person for tuition, fees, and other charges
for a portion of the course does not exceed the
approximate pro rata portion of the total charges for
tuition, fees, and other charges that the length of
the completed portion of the course bears to its total
length. However, no more than a $10.00 registration
fee will be charged.”

ReruND PoLicy*

1. Withdrawal prior to or on the first day of the
guarter (provided no classes have been attended).
a. All tuition and fees are refunded except for
the application fee of $65.00.
b. Costs of materials purchased shall be refunded
provided materials have not been used.

2. Withdrawal after the first day of the quarter.
a. The refund will be calculated on a course-by-
course basis.
b. Where 60% or less of each course has been
completed, there will be a pro rata refund.
c. No refund will be given where more than
60% of each course has been completed.

3. Notice of withdrawal or cancellation must
be submitted in writing to the Director of
Admissions. Notice is effective on the date
of personal delivery or, if mailed, on the date
postmarked.

4. Arefund check will be mailed to the student no
later than 30 days following the receipt of the
written notice.

5. Loan funds remaining on account will be
returned to the lender.

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THE LAw PROGRAM

Juris DocTor DEGREE
The law school awards the J.D. degree upon

satisfaction of all requirements. These include
completion of 126 quarter units, passage of all
required courses, and achievement of a minimum
cumulative grade point average of 70. At least
the last 54 quarter units must be in residence.
Commencement exercises are held each June.

HoNoRs AND AWARDS

Graduation with Honors

The student having the highest grade point average
at the end of the fourth year graduates with “High
Honors.” The student having the second highest
grade point average will graduate with “Honors.”
Both receive book awards and certificates for
outstanding scholastic achievement.

Moot Court Awards

To recognize achievement in legal research,

writing and oral advocacy, the law school presents
certificates of recognition to the student chosen as
outstanding oral advocate and to the student writing
the best brief.

Scholastic Achievement Awards

The student(s) having the highest grade in a class
will receive a certificate for outstanding scholastic
achievement and be recognized at the Annual
Awards Banquet.

THE QUARTER SYSTEM

The law school operates on a four-quarter year. Each
quarter, Fall, Winter, Spring, and Summer is of equal
length. Required courses are scheduled for each of
the four quarters.

Each
guarter consists of
ten weeks of classes

Thursday evenings, from 6:30 p.m. to 9:30 p.m.

THE FIRST YEAR

The first year of law school is traditionally thought

to be the most difficult. Students must learn a new
method of thinking and develop critical analytical
skills. Many students mistakenly believe that studying
law means memorizing rules. Students soon learn,
however, that the ability to integrate legal principles
and factual situations to resolve problems, rather
than memorization, ensures success.

The law school is sensitive to the difficulties
encountered by first year law students and has
developed several programs to help them “navigate
the shoals” of the first year.

The ultimate responsibility for developing
legal skills rests with each student and the role
of the student is an active one. The student has
an obligation to prepare carefully the course
assignments, to supplement his or her knowledge
by use of the law library and to attend class
prepared to participate.

SATURDAY SEMINARS

Seminars are scheduled for Saturday mornings
throughout the year for first year students.
These seminars, or tutorials, provide additional
assistance in an informal setting. Students have an
opportunity to ask questions and to discuss course
material covered the preceding week. The sessions
include practice in analysis and writing. Attendance
is not mandatory, but is strongly encouraged; no fee
is charged for the seminars.

EXTENDED FIRST YEAR PROGRAMS
The regular first year program (page 14) allows
students to complete 29 quarter units over three

quarters. Most working students find this course load
too heavy. The Summer Criminal Law Program and
the Spring Torts Program allow students an extended
period of time to complete their first year coursework.
Students take fewer courses during each quarter and
attend school only two or three nights a week instead
of the four. These special programs provide an
additional time for adjustment to law school and are
especially beneficial to beginning students who must
work while attending school.

SUMMER CRIMINAL LAW PROGRAM
This summer quarter program extends the first year
over four quarters - or twelve months. Students
study only Criminal Law and attend twenty casebook
sessions and ten sessions of analysis and writing.
Students may take the Summer Criminal Law
Program at the beginning or at the end of the first
year. During Fall, Winter, and Spring quarters,
students complete the remaining first year subjects:
Torts, Contracts, and Legal Writing and Research.

SPRING TORTS PROGRAM

This program extends the first year over a fourteen
month period. The Spring Torts Program covers the
law of Torts and the first quarter of Legal Writing and
Research | in a five month period. Students attend
school two nights a week and have thirty sessions
of Torts and six to eight sessions of Legal Writing
and Research. The Spring Torts Program begins in
mid-March and is completed at the end of Summer
Quarter in mid-August. During the next Fall, Winter
and Spring Quarters, students finish their first year
taking Contracts, Criminal Law, and the remaining
two quarters of Legal Writing and Research.

CurRrICULA AND COURSE DESCRIPTIONS, CONTINUED

Conflicts a, b (6): (Civil Procedure): Modern legal
disputes with connections in more than one jurisdiction.
Contracts may be signed in one state, by parties

from another state, and be performed in a third

state. Negligent acts may occur in one state, while

their effects are felt in another. In all such situations
the determination as to which jurisdiction’s law will
apply may prove crucial. This course focuses on the
different methodologies currently used for choosing the
applicable law, the constitutional limitations on the use
of such methods, and the jurisdictional issues which
may arise in these contexts.

Constitutional Law I, I1, 111 (3, 3, 3): The nature and
scope of judicial review, distribution of powers in the
federal system, commerce clause, taxing, spending, treaty
and war powers and presidential powers, limitations

on governmental power, including equal protection and
due process under the Fourteenth Amendment, and First
Amendment protections.

Contracts a, b, ¢ (9): A study of basic contract law
from formation through performance. Primary attention
is given to common law and modern principles
including significant applicable Uniform Commercial
Code (UCC) provisions. The scope of the legal
protection accorded contracts and contracting parties
is considered, as well as the purpose for providing that
protection. The course examines in detail the requisite
elements of a valid contract, while analyzing the effects
of contracts on third parties and the impact of outside
forces on contracting parties.

Corporations a, b (6): Formation of a corporation, de
jure, and de facto status, preincorporation agreements,
allocation of control within corporations, distinguishing
public and closely-held corporations, shareholder’s
rights and duties, an introduction to the effects of
securities laws on various corporation activities, creditor
rights and dissolution.

Criminal Law a, b (6): The principles of criminal law
from common law to their modern application. Course
topics include: offenses against the person, habitation
and property, the requirements and types of mens

rea, defenses based on lack of criminal capacity, and
modifying and special circumstances.

Criminal Law Program, Summer (6): This program is
offered only in the Summer quarter. The course covers
the same substantive law as Criminal Law a, b but within
a single quarter. The Program includes three additional
hours per week to develop analytical ability and written
communication skills.

Criminal Procedure (3): A study of the constitutional
limitations on criminal proceedings including: questions
of search and seizure, arrest, detention, compelled self-
incrimination and right to counsel. Emphasis is placed on
the application of the Fourth, Fifth and Sixth Amendments
of the Constitution to state criminal proceedings as
developed through the due process clause of the
Fourteenth Amendment.

Evidence a, b (6): The rules governing admission

and exclusion of testimonial, physical, documentary
and demonstrative evidence in trials and other formal
legal proceedings. Topics include: relevance, prejudice,
competency, hearsay, opinion, impeachment and
privilege. The purpose and policies underlying the
evidentiary rules are stressed throughout in order to
make rules meaningful, predictable and functional.

Legal Advocacy (3): (Evidence a, b): This course is
designed to prepare students for the practical aspects of
trial practice, including: pretrial considerations, opening
statements, direct and cross examination, exhibits,
objections, expert witnesses, jury instructions and closing
arguments. Each week students are assigned cases which
present specific advocacy issues and which require role
playing and examination of witnesses. (C/NC)

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CurRrICULA AND COURSE DESCRIPTIONS, CONTINUED

Legal Writing and Research | a, b, ¢ (5): Introduction
to the three fundamental skills needed for the pursuit of
a legal career: research, analysis, and writing. Developing
a clear, fluid writing style is emphasized. Instruction and
written assignments are incorporated into an intensive
course in the use of a legal library. Students learn proper
citation format, how to identify legally significant facts, to
formulate issues and to reason by analogy. (C/NC)

Legal Writing and Research Il a, b, ¢ (3): (Legal
Writing and Research I): Students litigate a hypothetical
action through the course of the year. The course includes
opportunities to draft legal memoranda, pleadings,
discovery documents, motions for summary judgment
and trial briefs. Students also participate in the taking

of depositions. The course emphasizes the practical,
strategic, and tactical considerations required for
successful litigation.

Legal Writing and Research Il a, b, ¢ (3): (Legal
Writing and Research I,11): Focus is on appellate
procedure, complex research, preparation of briefs, the
essentials of effective writing and appellate argument.

Legal Writing and Research IV a, b, ¢ (3): Advanced
legal document drafting.

Professional Responsibility (3): Organization of the
legal profession, unauthorized practice, the attorney-
client relationship, limitations on advertising, solicitation,
group legal service plans, compensation for group legal
services, fiduciary duties to a client, and conflicts of
interest.

Real Property a, b, c (3, 3, 3): Historical background,
classification of estates in land, future interests,
incorporeal interests, possessory and incidental rights,
conveyancing, transferring interests in land, and land use
controls.

Remedies a, b (3, 3): (Advancement to Third Year): A
study of modern restitution, damages and injuries to
tangible property interests and tangible business and
relational interests. Factors to be considered in selecting
the most appropriate remedy are emphasized.

Spring Torts Program (10): This program is offered from
mid-March through mid-August. The substantive law of
Torts a, b, ¢ is covered in a nineteen week period. The
Torts Program includes nine units of Torts and one unit of
Legal Writing and Research .

Torts a, b, ¢ (9): Analysis of tort liability with attention
given to the historical development beginning with the
common law. Topics include invasion of interests to
person, personalty, real property, business interests and
defenses as well as modern developments including the
concept of no-fault liability.

Trusts (3): The nature and creation of trusts by operation
of law, administration and liability to third persons,
transfer of beneficial interests and termination of
commercial trusts.

Uniform Commercial Code/Sales (3): An analysis of
Articles | and Il of the UCC relating to the sale of goods
and selected provisions of Article IX. Emphasis is given to
the performance of a contract under Article 11.

Wills (3): A study in the law of testate and intestate
distribution, construction and execution of attested,
holographic and nuncupative wills, testamentary
capacity, fraud and undue influence, revocation, revival,
incorporation by reference, and administration of
decedents’ estates.

Administrative Law (3)

The study of the procedural and substantive law governing
state and federal agencies; and, the relationship of
administrative agencies to the executive, legislative, and
judicial branches of the United States Government. (C/NC)

Alternative Dispute Resolution (3)

(Civil Procedure): Theoretical and practical aspects of
negotiation, arbitration and other nonlitigation dispute
resolution processes, both as alternatives to litigation and
as supplements to judicial proceedings. The dynamics of
disputes and a lawyer’s role in advising clients regarding
options for dispute resolution are also considered. (C/NC)

Bankruptcy (3)

Voluntary proceedings outside the courts, including:
moratoria, extensions, arrangements and assignments for
benefit of creditors, state court receiverships, proceedings
under the Bankruptcy Act. The latter includes initiation

of the proceedings, voluntary and involuntary, duties of

a bankrupt, procedures subsequent to commencement

in the typical wage-earner bankruptcy, discharge and
dischargeability, and proposals for summary administration
of a no-asset estate. (C/NC)

Directed Studies (3)

(Consent of Dean and faculty sponsor): Independent work
preparing written and oral assignments in any field of

law. Project is selected in conference with sponsor before

registration; progress meetings are held regularly. (C/NC)

Environmental Law (3)

An introduction to the law pertaining to environmental
issues such as population, energy and pollution.
Environmental problems are defined and alternative
approaches for dealing with them are examined. Existing
statutory efforts such as the National Environmental Policy
Act, and the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act are
analyzed. (C/NC)

Externship Program (3)

(Completion of Second Year): Students may acquire
practical experience and broaden their understanding of
the law by working under the supervision of attorneys or
judges in the non-profit organizations and government
offices. (C/NC)

Family Law (3)

Law of the family unit including: creation of the marriage
relationship, rights and duties of the family, the problem
of illegitimacy including paternity actions, adoptions,
termination of marriage through divorce, dissolution, or
annulment with problems of custody, alimony and child
support. Emphasis is on evaluation of the policies which
underlie the law. (C/NC)

Immigration Law (3)

The Immigration and Nationality Act, as it affects
procedures in the administrative and review areas, the
gualification for American citizenship by naturalization,
laws of citizenship, derivative citizenship, judicial
determinations of citizenship, immigrant and nonimmigrant
visas, deportation and relief from deportation are
examined. (C/NC)

Intellectual Property Law (3)

(Advancement to Third Year): Survey of patents,
trademarks and copyrights; the nature and duration of
rights protected. (C/NC)

Labor Law (3)

Basic relationships between union, employer and
employee, including: the union and its members, picketing,
injunctions, unfair labor practices, federal supremacy,
restraint of trade, union security and regulation,
employment discrimination and related laws, and
applicable statutory law . (C/NC)

Products Liability (3)

(Torts a, b, ¢): Sources, development and limits to the
law of product liability, theories of recovery, problems of
evidence and proof, liability of the product manufacturer
and the distributive chain to the injured user. (C/NC)

Real Estate Acquisition and Finance (3)

(Real Property a, b, ¢): The acquiring and disposing of real
property with consideration given to tax consequences, title
protection, financing, improvements, leasing, development
and incorporation of the real estate venture. (C/NC)

Taxation (3)
An introduction to the law of taxation with an emphasis on
research of practical taxation problems. (C/NC)
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ACADEMIC STANDARDS

GENERAL PoLICcY STATEMENT

The law school has a responsibility to its students,
the legal profession and the community at large

to admit only those applicants who have strong
indicators of success, and to withdraw students
from the program as soon as an inability to succeed
becomes apparent. This mandate has resulted

in carefully structured policies which govern
examinations, advancement and retention.

GRADING AND EXAMINATIONS
Traditionally, the law school has adopted a very
conservative approach to assigning grades. The
minimum good standing grade and the grade point
average required for graduation is 70, but the
highest grade point average for any student may be
in the mid-70 range. Typically a student with a 75-80
cumulative grade point average will be at or near the
top of his or her class.

Unless announced by the instructor at the
beginning of the quarter, students’ grades will
be based on the grades received on the final
examination. However, the score received on the
final quarter’s examination of a sequential course
is the final grade unless a percentage calculation
results in a higher score. Students should refer to
the Student Handbook for examples and a complete
explanation of the grading structure.

The numerical grading system is as follows:

Cumulative grade point average is computed by
multiplying the final numerical grade by the number
of units assigned to that course. The resulting points
are added and then divided by the total number of
units attempted.

Courses identified as: Credit/No-Credit, Official
Withdrawal, Visitor, Audit, and Incomplete (prior to
assignment of final grade) are not used in computing
cumulative average.

Credit/No-Credit: The law school may designate
certain courses as “Credit/No Credit.” A “No Credit”
notation also is used where an “Incomplete” has not
been timely removed.

INCOMPLETE

If a student does not take a final examination or
complete the required coursework, but has met
attendance requirements, an “Incomplete” will be
entered on the student’s transcript. After one year,
an “Incomplete” not removed will result in a grade
notation of “No Credit.” Students must be regularly
enrolled to remove an “Incomplete” by subsequent
examination.

ANONYMOUS EXAMINATIONS
All grading is anonymous; students are identified
only by a number on examination papers. Grades are
publicly posted using the same numbers.
Examinations are given in most classes at the
end of each quarter. No examinations are optional;
students are required to sit for all scheduled
examinations.
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ADVANCEMENT AND RETENTION, conTinuep

GENERAL PrRoOVISIONS RELATING
TO RETENTION, PROBATION, AND
ADVANCEMENT

Any student, regardless of year of study, whose
cumulative grade point average drops below 70,

is placed on probation and may be subject to
conditions including retaking of certain courses and
reducing his or her courseload. Any student subject
to dismissal from the Law School for academic
reasons and who is otherwise not ineligible

to continue shall have the right to petition the
Academic Counsel for reinstatement. Reinstatement
shall be at the discretion of the Dean upon the

recommendation of the Academic Council.

In reviewing a student for reinstatement, the
Academic Council will consider the following: the
student’s cumulative grade point average, the
student’s performance on required coursework,
extraordinary circumstances which account for the
deficiency, circumstances that have been or will
be corrected, and the possibility that the student
will maintain good academic standing through
completion of his or her legal education.

Any student who is reinstated may be subject
to conditions, such as retaking specified classes,
reduction of courseload, or reduction in the number
of hours a student works.
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ADMINISTRATIVE POLICIES

ATTENDANCE

Regular and punctual attendance is required. A high
correlation exists between attendance and academic
achievement and students are expected to attend
each scheduled class session. Excessive absences
may result in a loss of unit credit.

VISITORS

Attendance is not permitted in classes unless
enrolled or authorized by the faculty member or
Dean. Faculty members or representatives of the
State Bar have an open invitation to visit classes.

LEAVE OF ABSENCE

A student who is in good academic standing (i.e.,
has a cumulative grade point average of 70 or
higher) and who has satisfied all administrative
requirements may request a leave of absence for
no more than one year. A leave of absence must
be approved by a Dean. A leave of absence is not
recommended for students in their first year of law
school and will only be granted under exceptional
circumstances. Students are cautioned that
scheduling problems may occur when they return
which will delay graduation. Students who take a
leave of absence will also be subject to any changes
in policies which occur during their absence.

ADDING OR DROPPING CLASSES

Classes may be added prior to the start of the third
week of any quarter. Non-required classes should
not be taken in lieu of required classes. Courses may
be dropped if written application is made prior to
the beginning of the seventh week. Late withdrawals
may be granted by a Dean under showing of
extraordinary circumstances. Students should confer
with a Dean before adding or dropping courses to
make certain their schedules will not be adversely
affected.

ATTENDANCE AT OTHER SCHOOLS

Students are not permitted to enroll in or attend any
other educational institution without prior written
permission from a Dean.

ADMINISTRATIVE DISQUALIFICATION
Failure to comply with Law School rules
and policies may result in administrative
disqualification. Administrative disqualification
includes, but is not limited to, failure to meet
financial obligations to the school.

Due Process Rights: The law school ensures that
all students will be accorded due process rights
in any procedure involving a student grievance or
an adverse action by the law school. The Student
Handbook sets out in detail the petitioning process
and the administrative disciplinary policy.

PRIVACY OF STUDENT RECORDS

The law school maintains records relative to

all students. The law school complies with the
requirements of the Private Postsecondary and
Vocational Education Act of 1989, as to the retention
and maintenance of student records.

In accordance with the Family Educational Rights
and Privacy Act of 1974, students have a right of
access to their records. The law school has developed
procedures to ensure the accuracy of records and that
the privacy rights of students are protected.

Inquiries regarding compliance may be directed
to a Dean or to the Federal FERPA office of the
United States Department of Education.

STUDENT HANDBOOK OF ACADEMIC AND
ADMINISTRATIVE REGULATIONS

A handbook containing all academic and administrative
policies is distributed to students at orientation prior
to beginning classes. Students should familiarize
themselves with its contents. All academic rules and
regulations are subject to continuing review and may
be changed by the administration at any time. When
changed, notice is given by Official Bulletin before
inclusion in the Handbook.

HONOR CODE

An Honor Code drafted by the faculty and adopted
by the Board of Directors applies to academic work
at the law school. The Honor Code is included in
the Student Handbook. Students are expected to
familiarize themselves with the State Bar Rules of
Professional Conduct and conform their conduct to
the principles contained therein.
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ComMMmITTEE OF BAR EXAMINERS REQUIREMENTS

Certain procedures and requirements are mandated
by the Committee of Bar Examiners of the State
Bar of California. Each student is responsible for
compliance with the rules of the Committee. All
students should obtain and familiarize themselves
with the Committee’s publication “Rules Regulating
Admission to the Practice of Law in California.”

Registration as a Law Student: Every student
entering law school who intends to apply for
admission to practice law in California is required
to register with the Committee within 90 days
after first beginning law school.

Bar Examinations: The Committee administers
three examinations.

The First Year Law Students’ Examination
is taken at the end of the first year by all those

students who were admitted under special student
status. The examination is administered twice a year
in June and October.

The Professional Responsibility Examination
must be passed by all applicants for admission to
practice in California. Students are eligible to take
the professional responsibility examination after
they have completed one year of law school. The
examination is administered three times each year.

The Senior Bar Examination is taken by
applicants who have completed the law school
program and is generally the final requirement
for admission to practice. The examination is
administered twice a year, usually in February
(Spring Examination) and July (Fall Examination).

REQUIREMENTS OF OTHER JURISDICTIONS

Study at, or graduation from, this law school may
not qualify a student to take the bar examination in
other states or satisfy the requirements to practice
law in other states. Therefore, if a student intends
to seek admission to practice law in a state other

than California, the student should contact the

admitting authority in that state for information
regarding the legal education requirements for

admission to practice law.

THE LAwW LIBRARY

A center for legal research, the library is designed to
serve students, faculty, and alumni.

The library contains state and federal primary
sources of law, periodicals and a well-developed
collection of research aids and practice materials.
The library is enhanced by special collections such
as the British Commonwealth legal materials.

Computer-assisted legal research is available as
an integral part of the library resources. In addition
to a growing collection of CD-ROMS, students receive

individual passwords to the web-based LEXIS-NEXIS
legal database. The law school’s computer lab is
equipped with a high-speed internet connection
allowing efficient access to on-line legal resources.

The library and computer lab are open for
student use seven days a week. The library and
computer lab may be accessed by students Monday
through Thursday 9:00 a.m. to 10:00 pm, Friday 9:00
a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Saturday 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.
and Sunday 12:00 noon to 4 p.m.
